A Programme in English will be available with a brief synthesis from
“A Treatise on Painting” With a Life of Leonardo and an Account of His Works
by John William Brown, accompanied by screenings of paintings images.

On the occasion of the exhibition “Leonardo da Vinci. Painter at the court of Milan” taking place at the National Gallery in London, Massimiliano Finazzer Flory, in collaboration with the Italian Cultural Institute in London, pays homage to one of the greatest geniuses of all times, interpreting with a reading-performance the mysterious and fascinating pages of his “Treatise on Painting”, creating a multimedia performance which, by mixing images and sounds, illustrates by subjects and themes the thought of the Maestro from Vinci. Finazzer Flory’s performance will be accompanied by Andrea Damiani, from the Accademia Nazionale of Santa Cecilia in Rome, playing the lute.
This collection of writings on painting, halfway through a philosophical and a scientific treatise, together with other aphorisms and notes by Leonardo illustrates the studies on vision and the creative obsessions of the artist, at the time busy with the creation of masterpieces such as The Virgin of the Rock and Mona Lisa.
Finazzer Flory, interpreting Leonardo, offers not only to the visitors of the exhibition but to all the admirers of Leonardo the chance to travel back in time, to the Renaissance years and at the same time looks at the future, since Leonardo’s visions and inventions create the basis for a true dialogue between humanistic and scientific knowledge. The basis of this narration being the tendency towards the infinite and the sense of incompleteness which characterises both life and the research of the ultimate meaning of things.

Andrea Damiani has studied lute with Diana Poulton, Anthony Bailes and Hopkinson Smith. He graduated in lute at the Conservatorio of Bari and at the Royal College of Music in London. He has been playing in numerous concerts at the most important festivals in Italy and abroad. As a soloist, his repertory include music by Italian Reneissance and Baroque composers as well as German ones from the 18th Century such as J.S. Bach and S.L. Weiss.   He is a specialist of the basso continuo on the archlute and the theorbo, and has taken part in several operatic productions, collaborating with directors such as Gabriele Ferro, Marcello Panni, Alan Curtis, Sergi Vartolo, Hervet Niquet, John Nelson. He has been a member of the group ‘Concerto Italiano’ directed by R. Alessandrini, with whom he has played in the main European and American festivals. He has made recordings with the main European radio stations (RAI, BBC, ORTF, WDR, etc.) as well as  for recording companies such as Erato, Harmonia Mundi, MR Classics, Philips, Arcana, Naxos, Symphonia, Tactus and Opus 111.  He has worked as a teacher at many international courses in ancient music (Erice, Fondazione Cini di Venezia, Chiusi della Verna, Lanciano); from 1985 to 2007 he has taught at the Summer Course in Ancient Music in Urbino organised by F.I.M.A., and from 2003 to 2004 at the summer courses organised by the Istituto S. Cordero di Pamparato. He is principal of lute at the Conservatorio Santa Cecilia in Rome.  He holds regular seminars on the history and performance of lute, most recently at the Institute ‘G. Peri’ in Reggio Emilia and at the Conservatori of Pesaro, Firenze and Napoli. He has written the “Metodo per liuto rinascimentale” published by Ut-Orpheus in Bologna. In April 2007 he has been appointed President of the Fondazione Italiana per la Musica Antica (Italian Foundation for Ancient Music) a “historical” association promoting ancient music in Italy.

Quentin Blake is as large as life - exhibition

Illustrations of mothers and their babies underwater are among works of art displayed in a new exhibition of the work of Quentin Blake at the Foundling Museum in Holborn, London. Included in the exhibition is Quentin Blake's biggest project 'Mothers and Babies Underwater' commissioned by the maternity unit of the Centre Hospitalier Universitaire in Angers, France. Each of the 11 delivery suites will be animated by drawings by Blake based on the theme of the mother meeting her new baby. 

The impressive Foundling Museum - which tells the story of Foundling Hospital founder Thomas Coram and which also houses work by William Hogarth and composer George Frideric Handel - has lots of ornate old pictures of worthy old bald men. Now, it also houses Blake’s vibrant, colourful illustrations of mothers in the corridors outside the main room.  It’s somehow fitting that these wonderful visions of motherhood came from Blake, an old bald man.
